Green Building Highlights and Smart Home Features

· Alcohol burning fireplaces. Innovative ventless, "green" fireplace line can be placed anywhere and burn clean, "green" bio fuel made from corn or sugar cane. (innovations m2)

· Boilers and radiant heat. Company leadership instrumental in the development of the first automatic gas fired water heaters and developed the engineering system that has designed today's line of high efficiency water heaters and boilers. (Lochinar, Bill Vallett, Jr.)

· Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) lumber and building materials. The FSC was founded in 1993 to support environmentally appropriate, socially beneficial, and economically viable management of the world's forests. Lumber that is certified ensures that you are not purchasing wood from old-growth forests, and that care is being taken to establish the healthy recovery of each forest. (Sierra Point Lumber)

· Green roof system. ECS is a subsurface irrigation system installed below the surface of a lawn or garden. Any runoff water from rain gutters and drains is funneled to a storage reservoir below the ground. Research has shown that the ECS technology reduces irrigation needs by up to 60% versus conventional irrigation methods. (Evaporative Control Systems Inc.)

· Photovoltaic (PV) systems. Easy to install and cost-effective solar PV systems are designed to install quickly and easily, resulting in a lower installed cost. Patent-pending, beveled frame mounting system blends seamlessly with the roofline and dramatically improves appearance. (Ready Solar) 

· Radiant heat. Radiant heating controls the rate at which a body loses heat by turning large surface areas (floors, walls, ceilings) into large, low-temperature radiators. These surfaces surround a person with warmth. Efficient and economical, Uponor radiant heating systems keep families like yours cozy and comfortable and often increase the resale value of your home.
